B1 While, the

1st woman,

Going UP, with 2nd couple, across the set, starting with left shoulder,

Hey for 3, (#2’s wide turn on the last loop.)

The

1st man

Going DOWN, with 3rd couple, across the set, starting with left shoulder,

Hey for 3, (#3’s wide turn on the last loop.) (16)

B2 Just the 1st couple, By the right shoulder,

Gypsy, (8),

Everybody, With partner,

Two hand turn, (8),

(1st couple, “melts” into turn.)
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
